Approved Meeting Minutes for August 22, 2007

Committee members present:  Jeton Prince, Courtney Koberg, Rachel McFarlin, Jim Morrison (arrived at 7:00pm), Kathy Mateer, Marcie Beckett, Barry Schneider, Barbara Williams, John Shannon, James Krokee, Chris Fuller, Paul Thackrey, Marshall Peden, Carol Blomstrom, Kathy Evans, and Jim Lester.
The meeting was called to order by Chairperson Kathy Mateer at 6:40pm.  A quorum was declared.  Carol made a motion to adopt the agenda, Barbara Williams seconded it and the motion carried unanimously.  14-0-0  Marcie Beckett made a motion to accept the minutes of the July meeting and Courtney Koberg seconded it.  The motion passed 14-0-0, unanimously.
Communications from the public on non-agenda items:  Don Gross gave an update report on the sidewalk in Crown Point.  UCSD is getting permits to work on the fence and drains.

Announcements

Carol Blomstrom announced a restaurant ride in Pacific Beach on September 18th.  Tickets can be purchased at Lotsa Pasta restaurant.

Government office reports:  Council District 2, Thyme Curtis for Kevin Faulconer.  Thyme reported that the City began work on replacing handrails north of tower, south of pier between Hornblend and Grand.  She also gave a new high occupancy permit report for R-1 zones go to sandiego.gov, development services to see draft.
City Staff Report:  Our new Long Range Planner for Pacific Beach, Lesley Henegar (1henegar@sandiego.gov) Lesley introduced herself and told us she will be working on reviews with consistency of our community plan, and the review process for 1,2,3,4,5.  Her phone number is 619 235 5208.
Chair and CPC Report:  (Kathy Mateer) 
Kathy reported that there is a vacancy for the Pacific Beach Parking Committee and Jim Krokee volunteered to fill the vacancy.  The City Attorney’s Office is still working on the new draft for Indemnification to planning groups.  It is expected to go to the community planner’s committee in September and she will report to us when it is available.  
Action Items:

Residential Subcommittee Projects (Barry Schneider):

1067 Law Street-Project 126676 CDP and tentative map waiver.  Old permit approved property, but now with condo conversion parking is not adequate.  The committee decided to continue the issue.
1220 Grand Avenue-Project 129605, 7807 Tentative map waiver and CDP to convert 4 under construction as “for rent” units to 4 condominiums in the RM2-5 zone.  Suggestion to hold up approval until wall is meeting code.  Barry Schneider made a motion to approve project provided applicant reduces the size of the block wall to 4 feet plus 2 feet of wrought iron on top.  Paul Thackrey seconded the motion.  The motion carried 14-0-1.  Marcie Beckett abstained due to not having sufficient knowledge of project.  
944 Opal Street- Project CDP and map waiver to convert 4 units to condominiums in the RM1-1 zone.Barry Schneider made a motion to approve with condition that applicant screen trash cans from the alley.  Marshal Peden seconded, motion carried 14-1-0.  

1649 Chalcedony Street Project-131510:  Tentative Map and Map Waiver to convert 2 dwelling units in separate structures to condominiums in the RM1-1 zone.  Barry Schneider made a motion to approve the project, Jim Morrison seconded, motion carried 15-0-0.
1241 Hornblend-Project 127999 Coastal Development Permit to construct 4 units in the RM2-5 zone.  Barry Schneider made a motion to approve, Marshal Peden seconded, motion carried 15-0-0.

743 Emerald Street-PDP,CDP Tentative Map, NDP, Deviation, Process 4.  Barry Schneider made a motion to approve project, Jim Morrison seconded the motion.  Discussion about the project from Jim Lester who felt we need to clarify what we are approving because of deviations in setback.  Barry amended the motion  
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to approve the project and support the deviation in parking and landscaping because a substantial amount of commercial space and underground parking is being provided.  Motion carried 15-0-0

Presentation by Mary Ann Green on the Rooming House Ordinance
She discussed the draft of the Rooming House Ordinance, defining what triggers the Rooming House Ordinance to go into effect.  The RHO goes to planning commission 9/6/07.

Other Action Item Projects:

Stop sign at Bayard and Law, report presented by Jim Morrison.  Resident at 868 Law Street, Beatrice Harman also presented a petition.    Marcie Beckett made a motion to approve the stop sign, Chris Fuller seconded the motion.  Discussion:  Kathy Mateer said she is getting an increasing number of calls and requests from residents who say that they need a stop sign on their block and want one because the next block up received one and their corner is worse that the one that was just installed.  She said the City’s Traffic and Engineering Dept. has a criteria for stop signs and she felt the City would be the one to determine if the criteria had been met or not.    Motion carried 11-3-0 with Courtney Koberg, Marshal Peden and Rachel McFarlin opposing the motion.
Fanuel Street Park-Courtney Koberg requested a letter in support to separate the child play area and bay sidewalk at Fanuel Street Park.  He said bicycles and skateboarders, etc. zoom by and a child retrieving a ball could be hit by one of them if they crossed into the sidewalk because there is no separation between the sidewalk and play area. Jeton Prince felt issue falls under Mission Bay Parks and Recreation and will look into it for the committee as he is our representative to the Mission Bay Parks Committee.

Election Subcommittee (Jeton Prince)
Vacancy reported for 80.02/83.10 because Chris Fuller is leaving.  78.00 has one vacancy.
By-Law Subcommittee (Jim Lester):

Jim passed out reports on the Standard Operating Procedures and Responsibilities of the PBCPC as well as PBCPC BY-LAWS Review.  He will be having a meeting 8/29 at 1:00p at Discover PB.  A different time was discussed and Jim said he would email people to let them know when the new time for the meeting would be.
Community Plan Subcommittee (Marcie Beckett)

Marcie announced there will be a meeting 9/13 at the PB Library at noon to review the draft list of high priority community plan amendments.   Members may also give feedback to Marcie and Kathy Mateer.

Marcie also gave a report on the Pacific Beach Special Events Committee.  She stated that the Town Council withdrew from the committee.  She passed out a policy and procedures draft for the SEC.  Marcie is asking for feedback by September 17th, prior to the SEC meeting.  
Traffic Subcommittee (Jim Morrison)
Jim gave a report on the latest community presentation of the Parking Study done for PB.  He felt that the community needs to have more input in order to understand the issues at hand.  
Neighborhood Enhancement and Code Compliance Subcommittee (Chris Fuller)

Chris is resigning her position and Paul Thackrey may take over Code Compliance.
