Call to order, Quorum, Minutes and Agenda

The meeting was called to order at 6:35 and a quorum was declared.  
Motion (Jim Lester/Jim Krokee): Adopt agenda with these changes: Continue the projects at 1067 Law Street and 3312 Crown Point Drive.

Government Office Reports:
Thyme Curtis:
- “Safe Routes to Schools” grant deadline November 16, 2007.  Contact Thyme for more info.

- Emergency notification system/Reverse 911 – calls everyone’s home phone – but not cell phone. Use city website form to sign up cell phone numbers: www.sandiego.gov/ohs/reverse911/index.shtml
- Oct 10, 2007, 2:00 PM - City Council Public Safety and Neighborhood Services Committee will hear the proposed alcohol-free beach ordinance. 
Chair and CPC Report
- Residential High Occupancy Permit presented to CPC at last meeting.
- Letter from City of San Diego Traffic Engineer states that speed limit on Foothill Boulevard (between Fanuel and Beryl) will be changed from 25mph to 30mph because the city failed to conduct study to comply with “Speed Trap” law.
- Kathy asked Jim Krokee to attend and report on a recent meeting regarding airport changes at Lindberg Field.  The concern is that Pacific Beach would be under the flyover pattern for the proposed second runway, which could increase noise and affect PB residents.   Jim Krokee will follow up and report back to us.

- Mini-COW (Community Orientation Workshop), which is required for all PBCPC members, will be held October 30, 2007, 6:00 to 8:00 PM, 9192 Topaz Way.  Chair asked anyone who hadn’t attended a COW to please do so now.
- Seminar: “What to know when reviewing projects” will be held Thursday, September 27, 6:00 PM.
- CPC is still reviewing city indemnification of community planning groups.
Presentations:

Dr. Timothy Bertch, Director Metropolitan Wastewater
City is deciding whether to apply for waiver from requirement for secondary treatment of its wastewater.  Point Loma plant processes 97% of wastewater in San Diego. Sludge is digested and methane is used for energy and pumped back into the electrical grid. Net energy producer! Point Loma works on a “modified permit” which requires 80-85% of solids to be removed before water goes into the ocean. Point Loma plant has the deepest outfall in US, it is 4.5 miles off shore and below the thermocline.  Average sewage bills could increase from $38 to $67.50 per month to pay for secondary treatment.  Dr. Bertch will return next month to ask for recommendation from committee (request that this be action item at October general meeting).
Non-agenda Public Comment:

Don Gross – Pacific Beach Drive Sidewalk
UC was offered money to install sidewalk, but they don’t want the liability. They suggest money be given to the City. City won’t take it until the fence is moved. Fence is in the public right-of-way and is the responsibility of the Mission Bay Park. Code Compliance is now dealing with fence issue.  City has solved drainage issue. If fence is moved, sidewalk can be built.
Residential Subcommittee Projects (Barry Schneider)
1328 Thomas Avenue, Project 124022 (applicant present) - Demolish an existing residence and subdivide lot to build 2 new 3-story residences with two 2-car garages accessed through alley. 

Motion (Barrie Schneider /Marcie Beckett): Approve project
Passed 13-0-0
1930 Emerald Street, Project 25879 (applicant present)  – Tentative map to convert 48 apartments (consisting of 5 studios, 12 one-bedroom and 31 two-bedroom) to condos.  Project has 44 parking spaces, which does not meet current regulations, but are allowed due to the project’s pre-conforming rights and the regulations that existed when the project entered the condo conversion process.  Several members expressed concern that the parking is insufficient.

Commercial and Mixed Use Projects (Jim Lester)

732 Hornblend, Project 134855 (applicant present) - Demolish existing structures (4 buildings including old Dairy Queen) and build 12 two-bedroom residential units with  2477 sq. ft. retail space in CV1-2 zone.  Zoned for 9 units, but bonus density allows three additional units. Project provides 34 parking spaces - 24 residential and 10 commercial (5 required). Parking is both underground and at grade-level, and is accessible from alley.  Project is providing commercial retail along both Mission Boulevard and Hornblend Street frontages.

Election Subcommittee (Jeton Prince)

Openings: Two Residential (census tracts 80.02/383.10 and 78.00) and two Commercial (one applicant pending).
Jeton Prince reported that the Mission Bay Park Committee voted to approve the Fiesta Island Plan # 17. 
By-Laws Subcommittee (Jim Lester)

This committee is in the process of integrating our existing by-laws into the new by-laws “shell” provided by the city.  The committee will meet again in October; Jim will email the date and time.  Completed draft will be emailed to full committee within the next few weeks.  
Community Plan Subcommittee (Marcie Beckett)
Next meeting is October 11, noon, at library community room, to revise draft of proposed Community Plan amendments.  Marcie asked all members to give her their input at the October 10 meeting or via email or letter.  Marcie will email revised draft to all members prior to the October general meeting. Marcie would like a vote on the revised draft at the October general meeting. 
Pacific Beach Community Parking District (Jim Morrison)
Current proposal includes parking meters in business district and residential parking permits.  Intent is to compel people to use pay parking lots, and ease parking issues. Residential parking permits for parking would be used as incentive for people to clean out their garages. More people (600.000) in SD County by 2020. Need to have more public review and more public input on the current proposals.
