Capital Improvement Projects (CIPs) & Discretionary Spending (Action Item)

Subcommittee recommends motion to approve list and submit to Councilmember Zapf.
Chairman states that the City has been ignoring planning group CIP requests. Councilwoman Zapf then asked us (the PBPG) directly.

Chairman yields floor to James McGuirk from Councilwoman Zapf’s office. He announces that the Mayor’s Citizens Advisor for Police and Community Relations position is available. Contact Zapf’s office if you are interested. Additionally, he states that the Western Garnet Cleanup on Nov 12 was a success.

             Jim Morrison enters at 6:45
Discussion resumes on Item 6. Recommending CIP 1st priority traffic mitigation for Foothill Drive. The 2nd  priority is PB Pathways Phase I traffic improvements: crosswalks, paint, etc. The  3rd priority is an upgrade to Garnet: lighting, trashcans, street and sidewalk cleaning. Next is the PB Rec Center: paint, replace signage, include a mural. Additionally Grand Avenue traffic synchronicity. There is no left turn into Sonic Burger. Also need to limit left hand turn at Olney and Grand. Send emails to Mayor around May. It is the Mayor who needs to tell Engineering Dept. City Council can only do so much.

Development Subcommittee (Action Item)

1) 867-71 Wilbur Avenue CDP / Project No. 513404 / RM 1-1 Zone


Description:  Demo older SFR and construct 2 SFRs on 2 legal 3,125 sf Lots.





Subcommittee recommends motion to approve.
Architect states that they tried to keep building at 20 foot line in front yard which is more than required. The design has a “craftsman” and “farmhouse’ look. It uses car charging stations and is drought tolerant. It has 4 bedrooms and 2 parking. Designer tried to keep it a two story element; the bonus room is set back so as not to appear three story. Design boasts lots of open space and greenery. Also, the architect didn’t want to dwarf the rest of the neighboring houses. Audience member David Austin lives across the street. He states that it is actually a five bedroom house with only 4 parking spots and that we will all be dead when ugly houses rule PB. Mentions that realtors target out of towners for vacation homes and this worsens housing affordability. This design is residential multi-family and not single family. Architect adds that carports cannot be turned into “granny housing’ via the grand deed and coastal permit. Was a request to flip the living space into the front section of the design. Legros asks how carports prevent retrofit. Architect answers that it is because the sides are open vs having the front and back open. Audience dislike of the aesthetic of this “farmhouse” or “craftsman” design. Petition against design was submitted by neighbors.

De Anza Revitalization Special Study Area (Action Item)


Presenter:  Chris Olson
                Chris Olson gave PowerPoint presentation on three possible plans for De Anza Revitalization. Discussion on pros and cons of each plan ensued, beginning with public comment. 

Phil Tan: speaks regarding tennis safety issues between golf and baseball. Adds that we need joint use facilities to maximize funds. 

Scott Chipman: Gateway plan advocate. Keep all activities and improve, maintain, or expand. Mentions that tennis popularity is below Tiger Woods popularity level. Ecobiological purpose of golf course is to provide stormwater treatment.
20 year member of San Diego PGA:  Having no restaurant is why it is failing. ‘Top Golf’ has drinking though, so there could be a problem with drunk driving. 

Roy Little: Rewild PB. Raises importance of habitat increase. Water quality. 

Karen Zurc: Friends of Rose Creek and de Anza. Reminds use that the creek needs to meander. Issue with some of the plans because they do not allow natural water flow. Why does the good land with the best view go to RVs. Not good. Move it off the beach. Is in favor of closing golf if needed.

Pam Heatherington: Mentions that a sea level rise will affect the trail. Camping must be open bidding. Doesn’t want RVs in the viewshed off the water. Campland cannot survive without same footprint. Golf was second highest priority. Open since May 1955. It is well used. It is lighted. Walkable. Needs restaurant to be profitable. Be careful with phrase ‘misuse of public funds.’ 

Brandon Kaiser: States that there are 4 times more people at the course right now than in the room. City running it is better than private management. 
A parent: takes kids to golf course and says it is still relevant and a great facility. Campland is like a national park. We might not like it, but does serve larger population. Does not want to see more concrete and rocks. Golf is pretty; green and a sound buffer. Keep it. 

James:  mentions safety concerns about transient population. How do we mitigate this issue with the new park.
Alena: declares support for beach volleyball. Sport is exploding nationwide, and we need venues. Aquatic center is redundant to the YMCA at the middle school. Sand volleyball is a multigenerational sport. Keep the youth in mind. 

Don Gross: The land belongs to the state. City must adhere to state in park use. 

Kristen Victor: supports plan connections. Talk to mayor to do an overlay plan.  Call the taxpayers association. Ecotourism unites conservation, communities, and travel.
             Jacob from Campland: states that Campland is a recreational treasure and economic steward.
Paula Gandolfo supports community garden. 
Baylor Triplett supports keeping golf course.  
Tony Franco wants to keep golf or add a Top Golf. 
Eve Anderson wants to keep golf course and affordable guest housing. Raises the point of keeping regional use in mind for two pools. 
Karl Rand adds that they should combine sports parking lots 
Jim Morrison wants plan to accommodate people, kids, and wildlife. 
Jason Legros supports golf course. Says to make it a model for the region. Eco friendly. Why do we need more guest housing when we already have the STVR? Campland is not really budget friendly. 
Ben Ryan questions the need to dredge and alter the site because of water volume.
Marcia Nordstrom is in support of Campland because it is family friendly. Consider shared use for schools. Also wants to keep golf course. 
Peter Lee adds that he is now persuaded to keep golf. Argues that removing camp spaces will drive up AirBnB. Also that volleyball is high yield. 
Brian Curry adds that we can’t have it all. Golf is dwindling. Major revenue loss. Soccer is where it is at. Keep in mind that this is a matter of priority. 

Marcia Nordstrom raises question of seasonality. All fields are year-round. Volleyball needs two to three acres.
