PBPG Chair’s Report (Information Item) 

Presenter:  Brian J. Curry

Representative from Todd Gloria’s office advertised a meet and greet on Sat Feb 4 at 9:30am in this room. Topics for discussion will be climate change, infrastructure, homelessness, and affordable housing. 
James McGuirk- City staff will be assessing potholes on Friday, Jan 27. They will be using Get It Done app. Grand Ave is getting an overlay from Ingraham to Quincy. Feb 14 discussion of a Utilities Underground District creation which is a bundling underground utilities and sewer. Urban Forestry Management Plan was approved. Plan includes protecting species diversity and tree coverage. Plan also meets requirements presented in the Climate Action Plan. 13% tree coverage currently. Aiming for  15% by 2020 and by 2035 50%. 

Budget priority memo includes the Foothill Drive roundabout project. This is on funding list. Design is nearing completion. Also on list are Crownpoint Drive roundabouts, crosswalks with flashing lights, streetlights for Business District on Hornblend from Mission to Ingraham and a mural on the recreation center. Memo has directions for getting that passed.  Chris Olson requested adding bike lanes during overlay. James thanked us for getting Foothill Drive project pushed along. James was asked about construction timeline for Foothill and asked if there will be crosswalks or more roundabouts. Answer is that project is moving along and design is almost complete. Lastly “The Plunge” is about to break ground.
Michael Prinz reports that short term vacation rentals is moving forward toward council action. There is a meeting for Balboa Ave Specific Plan next week that includes discussion on trolley project, land use and zoning from Rose Creek to transit stop, and multimodal transportation improvements.  Meeting is Tues Jan 29 at 6pm. The Sdforward.com March meeting will present more ideas. Morrison asks if construction has actually begun. Yes, it has.

Bike share meeting Monday night at La Jolla Community Center 6p-8p. Will feature the La Jolla and Mission Beach planning groups. Reminder: the only way Deco Bikes makes money is to target tourists but that is not the point of bike sharing. 

Councilman Sherman wants to combine planning groups to stifle their influence. Complains that planning groups are unprofessional.
