De Anza Cove Special Study Area Update



Presenter:  Chris Olson
Olson raised question “What is our role?” The answer: To advise city on the plan development. We do not vote, just give input. The city refuses to come out and brief us, it is the subcommittees own responsibility.  Urged us to go to website or workshops. July or August is next one. Survey is weak in Olson’s opinion. The question changes monthly. It is possible to make open comments. Project is still in public input phase. They are attempting to promote Eco District principles.  PBPG Chair asked if process is effective. The answer- generally yes. Also how is public handling fact that Campland is not part of the study? Answer is that the MB plan is the same from early 90s. Is Campland up for debate as a wetland? Paula expressed disliked of survey. However, they will not change the survey. PBPG agreed we will give Olson direction on how often to report to us.

CDP to demolish older SFR and construct two 2,948 sf SFDs.
Subcommittee recommends motion to approve.

Does not adhere to standard from Eco District. No draught tolerant landscape. Not aesthetically pleasing or distinct. Design(s) need more character. Requests to use computer renderings not hand drawings for future presentations.

3) PTS 469599 / EcoBlock Apartments/ 3956-96 Shasta
Process 2 CDP to rescind CUP #89-1159 and CUP #444. Rehab (24) 2-bed/2-bath units for market rate rentals. Add 48 off-street parking spaces.
Subcommittee recommends motion to approve.

Developers explained they adding parking in the project and porous pavers which are good for cost effective and easier maintenance. Developers clarified that this was not taking away from ARC housing available as the organization has built housing elsewhere. Comments from PBPG members included that it looked like a lot of parking and needs more landscaping. PV carcovers could/should also be considered. Member of public quoted Joni Mitchell song "Parking Lot" aka they paved paradise to put up a parking lot. Positive comments for the amount of trees. Main concern was over having a practical amount of parking at the cost of aesthetics versus not enough parking in order to accommodate more landscaping.

Process 3 CDP to demolish existing structures (Guy Hill Cadillac) and construct 172 apartments (including 14 affordable) and 19,000 sf ground floor retail/office.

Subcommittee recommends motion to approve. 

Traffic concerns raised by Jim Krokee.  Parking still available. No bridge. Caltrans property is outside scope of work.  Comments include: needs more bike racks, dog pee zone. Sustainability is good. Traffic control technology is a good idea. Add a playground. Office space is great. Good for adherence to 10 year transit oriented development plan. Developers said they did not consider a tunnel and reiterated that they cannot touch Caltrans property. Construction logistics issues were raised, and developers added that there was no planned closure of Mission Bay Drive during construction and that the traffic light will not operational until first occupancy.
